ABOUT THE HOUSE

Elizabeth Gaskell lived here from 1850-65, during which time she wrote all her books except Mary Barton. Members of her family lived on here until 1913. The house is rated as Grade II* ​ among the top 7% of buildings in England – not only for its association with Elizabeth Gaskell but also on architectural merit.

In 2004 the Manchester Historic Buildings Trust acquired the building, which is in poor condition, for restoration, conversion and public use. It is an important part of our heritage. Your support for this project will be invaluable, and you are very welcome to come and view it before restoration, but please take care!
