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Authors’ Guidelines
The editors will only consider articles submitted in English. Articles should normally be 8,000 words including footnotes. Articles for societies, museums or libraries should not normally exceed 2,000 words. Book reviews should normally be between 500 and 1,000 words.
Forthcoming volumes are likely to be themed, so contact the editors to discuss your project before submitting unsolicited work. 
Authors should explain the historical and historiographical context of the subject and its wider significance. If you submit an article for consideration, it is assumed that the article has not already been published or has been submitted for consideration elsewhere. Articles are normally anonymously refereed and submitted typescripts should be anonymized.
For the 2009 volume, abstracts and keywords will be published. Please supply an abstract of no more than 200 words; and up to six keywords. 
If the article is published in the MRHR, contributors will assign copyright to the MCRH and Carnegie Publishing. The editors will give an approximate date of publication for accepted articles.

Text conventions should adhere to those of Historical Journal.

· Articles should be submitted in Word format by email attachment or disk

· The article should paginated, avoiding using headers and footers for any other purpose

· It should be typed using 1.5 or double spacing throughout, using point size 12 in a common font, e.g., Times New Roman, Arial

· Use A4 paper only, with good size margins all round
· Line justification and word breaks should not be used

· New paragraphs should be indicated by a line break.
